Old Business:


Collections contract was signed by Bill Lantz and Sheri Jewell.  Contract states HOA receives 66.67% of any monies collected per month.  Monthly statements will be provided.  Funds collected in one month, will be paid the next month.  Cardinal Accounts are licensed and bonded.  If anyone is taken to court, they will get $200.00 to cover fees.  We will be sending 30-40 accounts to collections.  A letter will be sent to each property owner.  It will be official notice of the collection action.  A lien will also be filed against the properties.  All collection actions will be reported to the major credit reporting agencies.  


No soliciting signs have been installed at both entrances.  Fell free to contact the Metropolitan Police Dept for problems with solicitors.


South Entrance Lane markings will be changed soon.  This will hopefully decrease the occurrence of accidents at this entrance. 

New Business:


Street parking complaints have been received recently.  Metropolitan police state they can basically do nothing about on street parking unless there are no license plates, etc.  A suggestion was made of possibly using a portion of the commons area as extra parking for boats, campers, extra vehicles.  A fee would need to be charged to cover maintenance, insurance, etc.   A vote would need to be taken among the voting membership of the community,.
