A crime watch update was given by Amy.  The signs have finally been posted in the neighborhood!  More block captains are needed.  This is a very simple job and of vital importance.  Those interested in becoming a block cap't were encouraged to sign up this evening.  There are two mtgs. per year and will be held @ the Franklin Rd. library in April and Oct.  If you become a block cap't and attend the Apr. mtg, and bring another neighbor who will become a block cap't, you each will receive a $5 gift card to Starbuck's!!  Crime Watch is very important in our neighborhood.  It also gets the neighborhood a discount on the liability insurance.  Please contact Amy for any questions &/or to volunteer. 

 

Open Forum Questions:

1.  Are we going to sue Omni Mngmnt?

    We have consulted w/3 lawyers, all advised against it since we wouldn't get anything

    from them because Omni has filed bankruptcy.

2.  Can we put up a stop sign @ the south entrance?

    This was discussed @ a recent board mtg.  Neighbors Walter and Terry will look into 

    the neighborhood purchasing one and they will put it up.  (Since the streets haven't

    been turned over to the city.)

3.  Can we concrete in some of the street signs?

    Jan is looking into this and will contact CP Morgan.

4.  When are the neighborhood garage sales?

    The garage sales will be held each year on the first weekend of May and the last

    weekend of September.

5.  What is being done re:  solicitors, trash, broken down vehicles, street parking?

    There are 'no soliciting' signs posted @ ea. entrance.  If a solicitor is in the

    neighborhood, neighbors may ask the solicitor to leave, regardless if they have a

    permit.  If they don't leave, you may call the police.  Everyone is encouraged to do 

    their part not to litter, and to pick up trash as needed.  If vehicles are located on

    the street and not properly plated, they can/will be towed @ the owner's expense.

    If they are there for more than 48 hrs., they can be towed.  If they result in causing

    a danger, they can be towed.  The school can also be contacted if it causes 

    problems w/buses traveling through the streets and @ the bus stops.
